human remains being exposed on the bottom of Lake Okeechobee they found more than they expected. Prior to their
investigation, there were only three known sites in Lake Okeechobee. Now, after a year-long survey, they have
identified 33 new archeological sites. This lecture will discuss the new sites and the insights they provide.
